




















have a detrimental impact on the quality of traffic flow in and
around the site. All levels of service will remain the same as
those without the station traffic, and intersection and travel
delays will increase only slightly. While inbound traffic to
the site encounters slight access difficulty, outbound left-turn
vehicles are faced with a more difficult situation. Ievels of
Service at driveways reflect the ability to make left turns out
of the site and depict situations that would cause temporary
gueuing internal to the site and not on the public streets.

Although the potential station location impacts the flow of
traffic on the adjacent streets minimally, there are some
operational advantages to the site. By providing additional
driveways, the Westmoreland site distributes and disperses
traffic well. With more access points, the traffic entering any
one driveway is proportionally reduced thereby yielding higher
reserve capac1t.1es and better operations at the station
driveways.

6. Planning Concepts

The proposed site was selected through technical analysis and a
series of public meetings in the area.

The proposed station location is planned to be the end of the
West Oak Cliff transit line in the starter system. The site has
very good regional access for that purpose, being located at the
intersection of two major arterials. It will have between 650
and 1050 parking spaces.

The proposed landscaping exceeds city requirements in several
ways. First, DART’s landscape standards mandate larger plant
material than the city. For example, DART standards require 4"
caliper shade trees and 8 foot ornamental trees, versus the
city’s requirement of 3 inch shade trees and 6 foot ornamental
trees. Additionally:

a. A berm with a special landscape treatment is proposed
for the portion of the site that is located directly
across Illinois from single family homes.

b. More trees are being provided than are required in the
parking area.

c. Screening is being provided along the southern edge of
the site, against the industrial area.

7. Development Standards

Development of the site will meet all applicable standards
in the Dallas Development Code for LI Districts.

Westmoreland DART Station

This memo is in reference to a proposed Development Impact Review (DIR)
request for a Transit Passenger Station or Transfer Center at the
intersection of I11inois and Westmoreland. The 725,000 sf tract is zoned
Light Industrial (LI).

The thoroughfares in the area consist of: Westmoreland, a six lane
divided principal arterial with 66 ft. of pavement within 100 ft. of
right-of-way; I1linois, a six lane divided principal arterial with 66 ft.
of pavement within 100 ft. of right-of-way; Wright Street, a two lane
minor street to be built as 36 ft. of pavement within 50 ft. of right-of-
way.

A Traffic Impact Analysis (TIA) was submitted for this DIR request for
the purpose of measuring the impact of anticipated peak hour generated
traffic arriving and departing the site by transportation modes other
than rail on the surrounding thoroughfare system. Based on the TIA, the
station has been designed to provide 1,050 space park-and-ride facility,
6 bus bays, and 10 kiss-and-ride drop-off spaces. Other rail transit
passengers will arrive at the station on foot or by bicycle.

Intersection level of service (LOS) were performed using the Highway
Capacity Manual procedures for signalized and unsignalized intersections
for existing conditions, existing plus a station, future conditions, and
future conditions with a station.

DISCUSSION

The result of this analysis shows that the light rail station traffic will not
have a significant effect on the surrounding intersections when proposed
intersection improvements are completed including the addition of a right-turn
only lane on each approach of Westmoreland to Il1linois.

The station has been designed to accommodated kiss-and-ride and bus loading
and unloading via a one-way drive from Westmoreland to I11inois. Restricting
left-turn vehicles out of driveway 3 is indicated especially during peak hours
when the left turn level of service approaches failure even without the
turning movement volumes. Because of this turn restriction, kiss-and-ride
patrons and buses who want to return to Westmoreland or go westbound on
I1linois will be forced to take a circuitous route. Rather than have this
maneuvering on City streets, DOT is proposing that DART increase internal
circulation opportunities at the station. A road connecting this driveway at
the I11inois end to the park-and-ride area would allow buses and kiss-and-ride
patrons the option to circle back to Westmoreland. A second connection at the
entrance to the kiss-and-ride, bus driveway would complete the internal
circulation pattern providing driveways for patrons to exit to southbound or
northbound Westmoreland. This driveway would also provide park-and-ride
patrons southbound on Westmoreland access to the DART station.

Deceleration lanes need to be provided for both driveways along northbound
Westmoreland and eastbound I1linois. A 50 ft. minimum radius for both inbound
and outbound return curbs at all driveways is especially important at entrance
and exits where buses will be maneuvering. A1l driveways should be widened to
provide two outbound lanes.
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A left-turn pocket is currently provided for eastbound I11inois at Wright
Street. Due to the fact that the size of this pocket will be reduced by the
train gate boxes, it is recommended that this pocket be increased in size.

At the eastern most drive along I1linois the medians need to be modified so
that the turn pockets line up with the driveways.

Ten kiss-and-ride parallel parking spaces have been proposed. Based on
studies by Barton-Aschman Associates, Inc. twenty spaces are required.
RECOMMENDATIONS

As part of DIR, provisions need to be made that will preclude operation of the
station until all of the following items are provided:

¢ Right-turn only lane built on each approach of Westmoreland to I1linois.

¢ Internal circulation is improved to accommodate more direct access for
buses and kiss-and-ride patrons to northbound and southbound
Westmoreland and to allow patrons southbound on Westmoreland access to
the park-and-ride facility.

¢ Deceleration Tanes are provided for both driveway entrances along
Westmoreland and Illinois.

¢ Inbound and outbound driveways provided with a minimum of 50 ft. curb
radius.

¢ A1l driveways should be widened to provide two outbound lanes.

¢ Increase the storage at the left-turn pocket for eastbound I1linois at
Wright Street.

¢ Modify the median at the eastern most drive along I1linois so that the
turn pockets line up with the driveways.

¢ Provide a minimum of 20 kiss-and-ride parking spaces.

é Provide Class I and Class III bicycle parking at the station to
accommodate community needs.
